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o El trafico aéreo intercontinental se dispara en el aeropuerto de
Barcelona. La apertura de 11 nuevos destinos este 2017 impulsa el
pasaje intercontinental un 17,2% en los meses de enero a septiem-
bre, con méas de medio millén de pasajeros extra respecto al mismo
periodo del afo anterior. Para final de afo, se prevé que el aeropuer-
to de Barcelona supere los 47 millones de pasajeros.

¢ El pasaje aumenta sobre todo por el incremento de los merca-
dos europeos, liderados por el trafico britanico (+5,6%, 3,9M). Sin
embargo, los mercados con un mayor incremento del pasaje co-
rresponden a Portugal (+27%) y Rusia, que gracias a la progresiva
recuperacion de su economia incrementa en un 23% su pasaje.

e Continta la fuerte competencia en el mercado. Vueling recupera
su patron de crecimiento con mas de 900.000 pasajeros extra de
enero a septiembre, un 6,4% mas; el aumento le permite crecer
por encima de sus competidores y mantener su cuota de merca-
do, amenazada en el periodo anterior a causa de sus dificultades
operativas del verano 2016. Norwegian lidera el crecimiento relati-
vo (+36%), gracias a su apuesta por Barcelona y el lanzamiento de
sus 4 rutas de largo radio, consolidandose como la 42 compania del
aeropuerto. LEVEL y TAP también crecen por encima de la media
(Operado por Iberia 10%, TAP 23%) mientras que Air Europa acentua
su declive en el aeropuerto de Barcelona con una caida de un 20%.

¢ Intercontinental traffic increases markedly at Barcelona airport.
The inauguration of 11 new destinations in 2017 boosts interconti-
nental passage by 17.2% in the months from January to September,
with more than a half million extra passengers compared to the
same period of the previous year. By the end of the year, the Barce-
lona airport is expected to exceed the 47 million passengers.

e The passage grows most due to the increases in the European
markets, led by British traffic (+ 5.6%, 3.9M). However, the markets
with the greatest increase in passage correspond to Portugal (+
27%) and Russia, which thanks to the progressive recovery of its
economy increases its passage by 23%.

e Continues the strong competition in the market. Vueling recovers
its growth pattern with more than 900,000 extra passengers from
January to September (+6.4%]; the increase allows it to grow above
its competitors and maintain its market share, questioned in the
previous period due to its operational difficulties in summer 2016.
Norwegian leads the growth in relative numbers (+36%), thanks to
its commitment to Barcelona and the launching of its 4 long-haul
routes, consolidating itself as the 4th airline at the airport. LEVEL
and TAP also grow markedly (Operated by Iberia +10%; TAP +23%)
while Air Europa accentuates its decline at the airport with a 20%
drop.

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¢ Barcelona se consolida en la séptima posicion europea en térmi-
nos de pasaje. El aeropuerto aumenta su ventaja con sus competi-
dores directos (Londres Gatwick, Munich y Roma Fiumicino). Barce-
lona se establece como el segundo aeropuerto de Europa en trafico
origen y destino, adelantando a Paris Charles de Gaulle y sélo por
debajo de Londres Heathrow. Barcelona se mantiene como 52 ciudad
europea en trafico origen y destino, amenazando ya la posicién de
la capital rusa.

¢ Fuerte crecimiento del aeropuerto de Amsterdam (+7,7%), que
continla su tendencia alcista en el ranking amenazando ya la se-
gunda posicion, ocupada por Paris Charles de Gaulle, que modera
su crecimiento junto con Londres en los primeros 9 meses de 2017.
Estambul Ataturk y Sabiha modera su crecimiento (IST +3.7%; SAW
+4.4%) de afos anteriores a causa de la inestabilidad del pais. Gran
recuperacion de los aeropuertos de Moscu, donde SVO abandera el
crecimiento con un 17% gracias a la recuperacion progresiva de la
economia del pais.

¢ Vueling lidera el crecimiento en oferta de asientos, ofreciendo
mas de 900.000 asientos extra de enero a sept 2017. Le sigue en
numeros absolutos Norwegian con un 58,3%, gracias al lanzamiento
de las nuevas rutas de largo radio desde Barcelona. Ryanair modera
su crecimiento en asientos con un un 3,7% tras afos de fuertes in-
crementos, mientras que Turkish Airlines (-5,9%), Singapore Airlines
(-41,3%) y Air Europa (-11,8%]) la reducen de manera notable cance-
lando algunas frecuencias.

e Barcelona consolidates its position as the seventh European
airport by passenger numbers. The airport increases its advantage
with its direct competitors (London Gatwick, Munich and Rome Fiu-
micino). Barcelona airport stablishes itself as the second Europe-
an airport in Origin & Destination traffic, ahead of Paris Charles de
Gaulle and just below London Heathrow. Barcelona remains the 5%
European city in Origin and Destination traffic, threatening the posi-
tion of the Russian capital.

¢ Strong growth of Amsterdam airport (+7.7%), which continues its
upward trend in the ranking threatening the second position, occu-
pied by Paris Charles de Gaulle. Both CDG and LHR moderate their
growth in the first 9 months of 2017. Istanbul Ataturk and Sabiha
moderate their growth (IST +3.7%; SAW +4.4%) from previous years
due to the country’s instability. Great recovery of the Moscow air-
ports, where SVO grows by 17% thanks to the progressive recovery of
the country’s economy.

¢ Vueling leads the growth in seat offer from January to September
2017, offering more than 900,000 extra seats. It is followed in abso-
lute numbers by Norwegian with 58.3%, thanks to the launch of the
new long-haul routes from Barcelona. Ryanair moderates its growth
in seats by 3.7% after years of strong increases, while Turkish Air-
lines (-5.9%), and specially Singapore Airlines (-41.3%) and Air Eu-
ropa (-11.8%) reduce it significantly by cancelling some frequencies.

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¢ Barcelona reduce su estacionalidad con un gran aumento de la
oferta de asientos para el préximo invierno. La Terminal 1 crece en
cifras de dos digitos en todos los meses de la estacién invernal, con
un crecimiento peak de un 17% en el mes de enero. La Terminal 2
también crece en oferta de asientos, aunque a un ritmo moderado de
entre un 1y un 3%.

e La Terminal 1 ve aumentada su oferta con 1,7M de asientos mas,
un 14% mas que el invierno anterior, superando los 14 millones de
asientos ofertados. La Terminal 2 crece en 127.000 asientos, un 2%
mas.

e Elgran crecimiento en asientos viene pautado por la estrategia de
Vueling, que solamente ella oferta méas de 1,3 millones de asientos
extra para este invierno 2017/18. Este aumento es incluso superior
al incremento en oferta de los primeros 9 meses de este 2017. Su
estrategia se basa en la reestructuracion de rutas hacia sus prin-
cipales bases y el aumento de oferta en las brechas dejadas por
Norwegian y Alitalia en las Baleares, Bilbao y Roma, donde apuesta
por ofertar casi 320.000 asientos extra en estas rutas.

e Los problemas estructurales y econémicos de Pegasus y Mo-
narch, junto con la reduccién de oferta de Norwegian en Palma y
Bilbao, lastran el crecimiento de la Terminal 2 del aeropuerto de
Barcelona para este invierno

e Barcelona reduces its seasonality with a large seat offer increase
for next winter. Terminal 1 grows in double digits in all months of
the winter season, with a peak growth of 17% in January. Terminal 2
also grows in seat offerings, although at a moderate rate of between
1 and 3%.

e Terminal 1 has increased its offer with 1.7M more seats, 14%
more than the previous winter, exceeding 14 million seats offered.
Terminal 2 grows by 127,000 seats, a 2% more.

e The large growth in seats is led by Vueling’'s strategy; it offers
more than 1.3 million extra seats for this winter 2017/18 season. This
increase is even greater than the seat increases in the first 9 months
of 2017. Its strategy is based on the restructuring of its routes to its
main bases and the increase in supply in the gaps left by Norwegian
and Alitalia at the Balearic Islands, Bilbao and Rome, routes where
it offers 320,000 extra seats.

e The structural and economic problems of Pegasus and Monarch,
together with the reduction of Norwegian's offer in Palma and Bilbao,
hampered the growth of Terminal 2 at the Barcelona airport for this
winter.

Interannual variation

 Barcelona es la principal puerta espafiola de entrada o salida del
trafico con Asia, Africa y Oriente Medio por encima de Madrid o el
resto de Espana. Sin embargo, para Sudamérica y Norteamérica Ma-
drid sigue siendo el principal origen o destino.

e Barcelona crece en todos los destinos intercontinentales por
encima de la media espanola, ganando cuota de mercado. Fuer-
te crecimiento hacia Norteamérica a causa de las nuevas rutas de
Norwegian y LEVEL, asi incrementos de capacidad y frecuencias de
las aerolineas americanas. Latinoamérica sigue creciendo mode-
radamente con la apuesta LATAM Airlines y de LEVEL. Crecimiento
también de la cuota de mercado hacia Asia-Pacifico, donde Barce-
lona representa ya mas 44% del pasaje espanol de origen y destino
gracias a la apertura de las nuevas conexiones asiaticas.

¢ Nuevas rutas hacia Shanghai, Chicago, Hong Kong, Buenos Aires,
Los Angeles, Punta Cana, San Francisco, Sedl, Teheran, Fez, Fort Lau-
derdale, Nueva York, La Habana y Boston, asi como un incremento de
operaciones cargueras de Emirates y Turkish Airlines. Estos incremen-
tos suponen 11 nuevos destinos y 16 nuevas rutas para el aeropuerto de
Barcelona. El mapa de rutas de Barcelona se ha ido ampliando. A finales
de 2017, ya incluye 44 destinos de largo recorrido. La mayoria de ellos
se estan expandiendo progresivamente para llegar a ser vuelos diarios,
lo que incrementa su atractivo para el pasaje businessy la carga aérea.

e Barcelona is the main Spanish entry and exit point for traffic from
Asia, Africa and the Middle East, above Madrid and the rest of Spain.
However, for South America and North America Madrid is still the
main origin or destination.

e Barcelona grows in all intercontinental regions above the Spanish
average, gaining market share. Strong growth towards North Ameri-
ca due to the new Norwegian and LEVEL routes, as well as the capac-
ity and frequency increases of the American airlines. Latin America
continues its moderate growth with the LATAM Airlines and LEVEL
bet. The Asia-Pacific market share also increases; Barcelona already
represents more than 44% of the Spanish origin and destination traf-
fic thanks to the opening of the new Asian connections.

¢ New routes to Shanghai, Chicago, Hong Kong, Buenos Aires, Los
Angeles, Punta Cana, San Francisco, Seoul, Teheran, Fez, Fort Lau-
derdale, New York, Havana and Boston, as well as a cargo operations
increase from Emirates and Turkish Airlines. These increases repre-
sent 11 new destinations and 16 new routes from Barcelona airport.
The Barcelona route map has extended significantly. By the end of
2017, it already includes 44 long-haul destinations. Most of them are
progressively expanding to become daily flights, and they are becom-
ing good for business and cargo.

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e Barcelona es el 7° aeropuerto europeo en pasajeros y el 20° en
carga. La tendencia de la carga ha sido positiva en los Ultimos anos,
y el aeropuerto terminara 2017 superando las 150.000 toneladas de
carga aérea. El aeropuerto de Barcelona ha crecido de manera cons-
tante en pasajeros, carga, nuevas rutas y frecuencias, especialmente
en el mercado de largo recorrido.

e El crecimiento del transporte aéreo de BCN esta causado por una
combinacién de sectores productivos fuertes en su area de influen-
cia (farmacia y quimica, moda, automocién y alimentacién), la me-
jora de su red intercontinental, un sector logistico competitivo y un
proyecto dindmico de comunidad de carga aérea.

¢ El aumento de la carga ha sido impulsado por las aerolineas de
Oriente Medio. Emirates, Qatar Airways y Turkish Airlines forman
la triada principal para el trafico directo entre Asia y el aeropuer-
to, aprovechando un alto nimero de frecuencias y la falta de enla-
ces directos entre Barcelona diversos de sus principales mercados
asiaticos. American Airlines estd creciendo rapidamente en el aero-
puerto, con sus 5 rutas, y LATAM ha visto una evolucién muy positiva
desde que comenzé a operar en Barcelona en 2015.

e Barcelona is the 7t European airport in passengers and the 20th
in cargo. The cargo trend has been positive in the last years, and the
airport will end 2017 with more than 150,000 air freight tonnes. It
has been growing steadily in passengers, cargo, new routes and fre-
quencies, especially in the long haul market.

e The BCN air freight growth is caused by a combination of strong
productive sectors in its catchment area (pharma & chemicals, fash-
ion, automotives and foodstuffs), and improvement of its interconti-
nental network, a competitive logistics sector and a dynamic cargo
community project.

e The cargo increase has been driven by the Middle East airlines.
Emirates, Qatar Airways and Turkish Airlines form the main triad
for the direct Asian traffic at the airport, taking advantage of a lack
of direct links between Barcelona and key Asian markets and a high
number of frequencies. American Airlines is growing fast at the air-
port, with its 5 routes, and LATAM has seen a very positive evolution
since it started operations in Barcelona in 2015.
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
